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Introduction
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The thesis “Tourist accommodation establishments in Romania. Cartographic overview
and analysis” is included in the research area of Human Geography, respectively Geography of
Tourism through the subject matter, but also tot the area of Technical Geography, by digital
mapping processes.

This paper want’s to be an overview of all accommodation structures in Romania, to
local level , as well as the comfort level for these establishments. The indices refer to the number
of structures, integrated into a digital geospatial database which stores the statistical attributes
associated with these elements. Thanks to the information associated graphics, geographic
information systems benefit from the opportunities offered by modern systems query the
database and in addition can provide easy analysis focused on the entire area or on a certain
geographic areas analyzed by thematic maps.

In the last years, the development of database systems is one of the most important
matters in the information technology, having a decisive impact ont he organization and
functioning of many institutions and services. Basically, an institution may use map data
contained in this database GIS to analyze a s pecific factor related to tourist accommodation
structures in a m uch easier and more impact through thematic maps language than classic
exposures analytical statistical data using tables and various graphics.

The creation of this database constitutes areal challenge due to procedural aplitudinii,
from data acquisition, structuring them, integrating them into elements containing the real
coordinate vector contained in the files and to play as a thematic map. Statistical data acquired
come entirely from official sources, represented by institutions such as the National Institute of
Statistics and Ministry of Regional Development and Public Administration.

The need for this work is the lack of an analysis of national and regional tourism
infrastructure of the entire accommodation. Up to now, national and international studies on the
hospitality industry are represented either by its analysis in general, as part of alarger work,
referring generally of a domestic tourist potetialul or region, or more detail for a few main
structures of accommodation, regional or local level.

The paper is structured in five chapters, the first two covering general considerations on
the role of tourism and hospitality industry in the development of the methodology applied in the
development of the digital geospatial data. In the third chapter were summarized natural and

human tourism resources of Romania's administrative-territorial level communal met with scores



taken from the National Spatial Plan. This chapter contains an overview of the transport
infrastructure in Romania. The last two chapters were reserved exclusively the result of creating
digital cartographic database. Chapter four refers to the evolution of the main structure, while the
fifth chapter, otherwise having the widest spread over 150 pages, presents tourist
accommodation structures in terms of comfort level to the local level they analyzing clues on the
number of units and capacity in their existing accommodation for all 17 types of tourism
accommodation establishments present in Romania:

Concluzii

Rezultatul acestei lucrari este reprezentat de o baza de date geospatiale digitala completa
asupra tuturor tipurilor de structuri turistice cu functiuni de cazare pana la nivel local. Chiar daca
datele adunate, structurate si integrate in date vectoriale, pentru evolutia structurilor cu functiuni
de cazare a fost mult mai mare, perioada fiind cuprinsa intre 1991 — 2011, ce includea pe langa
indicii referitori excusiv la infrastructura de cazare (numar de unitati, locuri de cazare existente si
in functiune) si indici asupra circulatiei turistice (numarul sosirilor si innoptari), in lucrarea de
fatd au fost analizate doar principalele structuri turistice si cei trei indicatori ai infrastructurii de
cazare. Acest fapt s-a datorat timpului relativ scurt avut la dispozitie, de aproximativ un an si
jumadtate, tema initiala fiind intitulatd “Satul Tureni (jud. Cluj). Analiza microteritorila”, in cazul
careia apelul la administratia comunei Tureni cu cererea de date necesare studiului s-a dovedit a
fi fard rezultate pozitive, astfel ca in vara anului 2012 am fost nevoit sa imi schimb tema tezei de
doctorat. Un alt impediment a fost spatiul limitat de redactare ale unei astfel de lucrari, la un
maxim de 300 de pagini.

Scopul acestei cercetdri a fost de integrare a tuturor informatiilor statistice oficiale asupra
infrastructurii turistice de cazare intr-un produs compact care s ofere informatii complete si
exacte printr-o simpla interogare a bazei de date in functie de cerintele fiecaruia.

Volumul impresionant de date statistice (aproximativ 2500 fisiere excel) au fost grupate
in 85 de fisiere digitale vector, cate 17 pentru fiecare indicator (numar unitati, locuri de cazare
existente si in functiune, numarul sosirilor si al innoptarilor), respectiv cate unul pentru fiecare
tip de structurd turisticd cu functiuni de cazare, cuprinzand fiecare unitate administrativ-
teritoriald comunald ce dispune de acel tip de cazare cu valoarea indicatorului pentru perioada
1991 —2011.

Structurile turistice cu functiuni de cazare clasificate dupa nivelul de confort au fost
structurate intr-un singur figier de date vector ce cuprinde totalitatea localitatilor (1.039 localitati)
cu unitdti de cazare n anul 2011 si numarul locurilor de cazare existente (declarate), clasificate
dupa nivelul de confort. In cazul structurilor turistice clasificate (peste 6.000 unititi de cazare),
chiar daca acestea sunt grupate sub forma unui singur fisier, informatiile incluse au fost
structurate in peste 150 coloane, cu 1.039 intrari (rAnduri — localitati).

Partea graficd a lucrarii este reprezentatd de 135 figuri, dintre care 80 de harti (13 harti de
sinteza 1n format A3), la care se adauga in cadrul anexelor si o plansad in format A1 unde au fost
afisate toate cele 1.039 de localitati cu un simbol caracteristic fiecarei structuri de cazare, dupa
numadrul locurilor de cazare existente in anul 2011 dominante. Numarul tabelelor prezente este

de 74.



Aceasta lucrare constituie un pas de plecare pentru fiecare persoana ce necesitd date
referitoare la infrastructura de cazare pentru orice tip de structurd turisticd, la nivel local ori
regional, baza de date putand fi dezvoltata si perfectionatd cu informatii din teren, dat fiind faptul
ca datele oficiale nu reflectd intotdeauna realitatea.

Prin combinarea datelor despre infrastructura de cazare si a celor prezente in capitolul
trei, asupra resurselor turistice si infrastructurii tehnice, pot rezulta analize complexe pentru a
identifica la nivel local sau regional discrepante Intre cerere si ofertd; zone care desi se bucura de
un puternic potential turistic, prin resursele turistice existente (natruale sau antropice), dar care
nu oferd o baza tehnico-materiala satisfacatoare pentru exploatarea turistica completa a zonei.

Se doreste pe viitor dezvoltarea acestei baze de date prin pozitionarea exacta (adresd) sub
forma de element vector a structurilor de cazare, incércarea acestora cu informatii complete
asupra fiecdreia (nume, tip de cazare, nivel de confort, capacitate cazare, contact), si crearea unei
aplicatii web, in care sa fie integrate obiective turistice pe diferite categorii (ex. biserici de lemn,
castele, cetdti, muzee, case memoriale, chei, cascade, pesteri, etc.) precum si structurile de
cazare, cu ajutorul cdreia orice persoana isi poate alege dintr-o listd predefinitd zona de interes

distantei fata de obiectivul turistic ales.

The result of this work is the basis of comprehensive digital geospatial data on all types
of tourist accommodation establishments from national to local. Even if the data gathered,
structured and integrated into vector data structures representing the evolution of
'accommodation estblishments, were much more for the period ranging from 1991 - 2011, which
included, along with indices of exclusive accommodation infrastructure (number of
ccommodations units available and in function) indices of tourist traffic (number of arrivals and
overnight stays), the paper analyzed only the main tourist structures and three indices of
accommodation infrastructure. This situation was due to the relatively short time available, for
about a year and a half, the original theme was entitled "Tureni village (Cluj county). Micro-
territorial Analysis ", for which the application of necessary data for the study required to Tureni
administration proved to be with no positive results so that in the summer of 2012 I had to
change my thesis topic. Another constraint was the limited space drafting of such works, to a
maximum of 300 pages.

The purpose of this research was to integrate all official statistical information on tourism
accommodation infrastructure in a compact product that provides comprehensive and accurate

informormation by a simple database query based on each requirements.



The impressive volume of statistics datas (about 2500 files excel) were grouped into 85
vector digital files for each indicator by 17 (number of units existing and in function, the number
of beds, the number of arrivals and overnight stays) and one for each type of tourist
accommodation structure comprising each administrative unit community that has that kind of
accommodation with the indicator value for the period 1991-2011.

Accommodation establishments classified by level of comfort has been compiled into a
single vector data file includes all settlements (1,039 places) with accommodation in 2011, and
the number of existing accommodation places (declared), classified by level of comfort. Tourism
structures classified (over 6,000 accommodation units), even if they are grouped together as a
single file, the information has been structured in over 150 columns, with 1,039 entries (rows -
localities).

The graphical part consists of 135 figures, 80 maps (13 maps summary - A3 format) and
and a map in Al format as annexes, which were displayed all the 1,039 villages with a
characteristic symbol for each accommodation structure, the number of accommodation places
available in 2011 for the dominant units. The number of tables is 74.

This paper represents a beginning for each person requiring accommodation information
for any tourist accommodation unit, either locally or regionally, the database can be developed
and refined with information from the field, given that no official data always reflect reality.

By combining data about accommodation infrastructure, and those present in chapter
three, about tourism resources and technical infrastructure could result in complex analysis to
identify local or regional discrepancies between supply and demand.

I would like in the future, the development of this database through accurate positioning
(address) as the vector element representing accommodation units, charging them with
comprehensive information on each of them (name, type of accommodation, level of comfort,
accommodation capacity, contact ), and creating web applications that are integrated sights on
different categories (eg wooden churches, castles, fortresses, museums, memorials, gorges,
waterfalls, caves, etc..) and accommodation structures with by which any person can choose
from a list of predefined area of interest (as tourist attraction) and accommodation possibilities

existing in that area, specifying the distance to particular sight.
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
